HANOI CITY HIGHLIGHTS

Explore the charming city of Hanoi, often referred to as the ‘Paris of the East’, with its yellow ochre colonial
buildings, tree-lined boulevards and scenic lakes. Visit the historic Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, an imposing
monument of marble and granite built to house the preserved body of beloved revolutionary leader Ho
Chi Minh, affectionately known to the Vietnamese as “Uncle Ho". Visit the One Pillar Pagoda, a Buddhist
temple built in 1049 of wood in the shape of a lotus blossom and set on a single stone pillar. Continue to
the Temple of Literature, Vietnam’s first national university built in the late 11t century. The picturesque
temple is an example of well-preserved traditional Viethamese architecture and is featured on the back
of the 100,000 Viethamese dong banknote. In the afternoon, visit the fascinating Museum of Ethnology
(closed on Mondays) which houses an extensive collection of traditional costumes and artefacts from
Vietnam'’s 54 ethnic minority groups. Drive back to central Hanoi for a walking tour through thefamed Old
Quarter known for its ‘36 streets of 36 wares’ named after the original 36 artisan guilds that date as far
back as the 13" century. Conclude your day by watching an entertaining water puppet performance, a
uniguely northern Viethamese art form said to have originated in the flooded rice fields of the Red River
Delta where villagers entertained themselves by manipulating puppets over the water. The show uses

colourful wooden puppets to depict scenes of rural life and episodes of national history set to music.

HALF DAY HOI AN WALKING TOUR

Between the 15" and 19t centuries, Hoi An known then as ‘Faifo’, was a prosperous frading port,
attracting Chinese, Japanese, Dutch, Porfuguese and Spanish ships amongst others. Today, this World
Heritage ancient town is recognised for its well-preserved architecture, pedestrian-only streets and
distinctive local cuisine, allowing visitors a glimpse of its illustrious past. Hoi An's narrow lanes are ideal for
a guided walking tour of its many atmospheric sights including: the old merchant houses with influences
from Chinese, Japanese and Viethamese architecture; the 400-year-old Japanese Covered Bridge, first
built in the 1590s by the Japanese community to link them with the Chinese quarters across the stream;
the Assembly Hall of the Chaozhou Chinese Congregation with its intricate woodcarvings; and the
colourful market with stalls brimming with local specialties including silkk, which can be turned into

fashionable garments within a day or two.

VISIT CU CHI TUNNELS (BY BOAT - PRV)

Morning fransfer to the Jetty and depart for the Cu Chi Tunnels. Begin your private speedboat excursion
and witness glittering skyscrapers and busy commercial cenfres giving way to green fields and stilt houses
along the Saigon River. Arrive at the famous Cu Chi Tunnels, an immense network of connecting
underground tunnels started in 1948 to protect the Viet Cong guerrillas from the French air and ground
sweeps. The tunnels also served as living quarters, communication and supply routes, and housed
hospitals, food and weapons caches. Touring the underground compounds will provide a better
understanding of the history of the tunnels, the hardship of life in the tunnels and the Viethamese resilience
