Day1- Thursday (Cairo): 

Upon arrival our staff will meet, assist and transfer you to a hotel, check in, back to hotel and overnight. 

(Oasis Cairo Hotel)  

Day2 - Friday (Cairo): 

After breakfast, meet your Egyptologist guide this morning and set off for a tour of some of Egypt's 

most iconic sites. Start at the Great Pyramids of Giza, the only remaining wonders of the ancient 

world. Also see the Sphinx carved from a single stone representing a creature with a Pharaohs head 

and a Lion’s body. Lunch will be at a local restaurant. Then continue to visit runes of the ancient city 

of Memphis continue to visit the stepped Pyramid in Sakkara that is the oldest ever construction of 

hard rocks made by man. Transfer back to the hotel & overnight. (Oasis Cairo Hotel) (B, L) 

Day3- Saturday (Cairo/Alex overday): 

After breakfast, transfer to Alexandria via private car, visit Qaitbay citadel, Kata Comb, and 

Bibliotheca Alexandria Lunch in a Local restaurant, free at leisure, transfer back to Cairo hotel & 

overnight. (Oasis Cairo Hotel) (B, L) 

 

Day4- Sunday (Cairo): 

After breakfast start your full day tour with your Egyptologist tour guide to spend this morning 

discovering the countless treasures contained within Cairo's National Museum of Egyptian 

Civilization. In early 2021, 22 ancient Egyptian pharaohs and royal mummies moved from the Cairo 

Museum to their new home in the ancient Islamic capital of Egypt—Al-Fustat. You can see these 

mummies, along with hundreds of thousands of other artifacts, displayed in the magnificent new 

museum. Take Lunch at a Local restaurant. then transfer to visit the Coptic and Islamic Quarter 

in old Cairo, visiting the very old Coptic churches and mosques. Then Khan El Khalily one of the 

oldest and most famous bazaars in Old Cairo, then transfer back to your hotel. Check out then 

transfer to the train station & overnight. (Oasis Cairo Hotel) (B, L) 
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Day5- Monday (Sleeper train): 

After breakfast, meet your Egyptologist tour guide, visit the Museum of Egyptian Antiquities, known 

as the Egyptian Museum it contains pharaohs' treasures dating back more than 5,000 years. It is 

the oldest archaeological museum in the Middle East, and houses the largest collection of Pharaonic 

antiquities in the world, it has 120,000 items. 

Take Lunch at a Local restaurant. Then transfer to Gayer-Anderson Museum, it’s an art museum. 

The building takes its name from Major R.G. Gayer-Anderson Pasha. The museum is noted for being 

one of examples of 17th-century domestic architecture left in Cairo, and also for its collection of 

furniture, carpets, curio, and other objects. After that head to The Mosque of Ibn Tulun, It is one of 

the oldest mosques in Egypt as well as the whole of Africa surviving in its full original form, and is the 

largest mosque in Cairo in terms of land area. Then transfer to station to take the sleeper train to 

Aswan dinner on board and overnight. (Sleeper train) (B, L, D)  

 

Day6- Tuesday (Aswan): 

Upon arrival at the train station, our staff will meet, assist and transfer to the hotel. Meet your Egyptologist 

tour guide to start your visits at Abu Simbel, visit the temple, spent time at Abu Simple then transfer 

back to hotel in Aswan. (Tolip Aswan Hotel) (B) 

Day7- Wednesday (Cruise EX: Aswan): 

After breakfast, check in Cruise then visit the High Dam, and Philae temple. sail on the Nile by a 

motorboat to the Nubian Village one of the amazing and interesting places in Aswan, on Garb 

Soheil Island, Enjoy the boat ride through the naturally reserved islands and the old rapids of Aswan 

to meet and impact with a Nubian family and to learn about their simple lifestyle, culture and 

traditions (optional)  

Lunch on board. Spend your final evening of the cruise enjoying a spectacular Nile sunset and a dinner 

on deck and overnight. (El Kahila Nile Cruise) (B, L, D) 

Day8- Thursday (Cruise EX: Aswan): 

Sail to Kom Ombo, visit the double Temple shared by “Horus & Sobek” the crocodile God. After 

breakfast sail to Edfu Visit the most complete and entirely Greek Temple of Horus in Edfu. Lunch on 

board. Sail to Esna, cross the lock and sail again to Luxor and overnight. (El Kahila Nile Cruise) (B, 

L, D) 
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Day9- Friday (Luxor): 

After breakfast, visit the west bank, visit the Necropolis of Thebes where we visit the tombs of the 

ancient pharaohs in the Valley of the Kings. Then continue to visit the temple of Hatshipsut and 

the Colossi of Memnon, and overnight. (El Kahila Nile Cruise) (B, L, D) 

Day10- Saturday (Luxor/Hurghada): 

Check out after breakfast then, then visit the east bank (Karnak and Luxor temples), then transfer 

to Hurghada via car, check in, enjoy the beauty of the Red Sea Opportunity of swimming, snorkeling, 

diving and/or fishing, Dinner overnight at hotel. (A/L). (Mercure hurghada) (B, D) 

Day11- Sunday (Hurghada): 

After breakfast, Free at leisure – Enjoy the beauty of the Red Sea Opportunity of swimming, snorkeling, 

diving and/or fishing, Dinner overnight at hotel.
